We took our Unit 2: Addition and Subtraction Patterns test last Thursday.  Below is a graph of the data from the assessment.   Your Investigator’s data is represented by the green line on the graph and the class average is represented by the blue line.  Please look over the test (in the folder) and the tracker.  Then, review the next steps you should take with your Investigator at home to encourage her or his success in school.  
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Ms. Chu’s Analysis of Data:

· Toni is really progressing in addition.  She does an awesome job of showing all of her work.  Because Toni has worked so hard to memorize her basic facts, she can often solve parts of addition facts in her head!  This helps her add with fluency!  When she doesn’t know the fact, Toni usually uses the number line to solve the problem.
· Toni is also very successful at fact families!  She is even above the class average.  I know that she can be at or above the class average overall with hard work and practice.  
· One area where Toni needs to really increase her proficiency rate is solving for a missing number.  For example, if I asked you what is n in 3 + n = 9, you would be able to tell me that n = 6.
· Fortunately, Toni can really use her knowledge of fact families to her advantage!

· With your help, Toni can be a master of figuring out the missing number!
· At home, practice Toni’s fact family triangles bag for 10 minutes each night.

· For the next week, I will send home practice equations for you to solve together.  

· I will work with Toni during math zones on reviewing the standard.

· Next Tuesday, I will reassess Toni on the standard.

This week I learned about finding out what words mean using context clues and subtracting with regrouping. 

 In order to ROCK those standards and reach my BIG GOAL, I  

1) Put post-it notes on words I didn’t know during silent reading and went back after I finished the chapter to look for clues in the other sentences.
2) Practiced with my group during silent reading, and used a place value grid when I was doing my math in school.

3) Helped count out leftover grocery money after school to see how much we spent.

On my Reading assessment I got a 65. This means I am 10 points away from my big goal of 75% mastery on all reading standards by the end of fourth grade. 

On my Math assessment I got an 80. This means I am 5 points above my big goal of 75% mastery on all math standards by the end of fourth grade. 

I want to reach my big goal in math because it will help me figure out how much money I can spend on snacks this week. Later, subtracting with regrouping will help me be successful in life because it will show me how much money I need to take out for college loans.

I will try the following things next week to make sure I ROCK my BIG GOAL like a student ROCKSTAR: 

1) Try to regroup without a place value chart and check my subtraction answers with addition.
2) Write down new vocabulary words in my reading journal.

3) Figure out the part of speech of unknown words as another clue to meaning.

Happy Halloween! This month, our scholars have been working hard to reach their annual reading goal of 20 on the DRA Assessment. 

As you can see from his chart, Cornelius grew 2 levels in 2 months! He can now read D level books.

An example of a D level book is attached. Cornelius should be able to read this book fluently, which means he can read it without stopping to sound out words and say the same words that match the text.

In order to be on track to meet his goal, Cornelius must be reading at a level 9 by our second parent teacher conference in January.

Cornelius is very good at sounding out blended letters and sound like “sh” and “ch” in order to read longer, unfamiliar words so I know he can use this to help become an even better reading scholar.

To help improve his reading level at home, you can:

Ask Cornelius to read to you for 20 minutes a day. Have Cornelius to circle all the words in a book he doesn’t recognize and sound them out on the own before trying to read the whole book fully.
