
	Weekly Focuses-2nd grade

	For each math standard, go to www.youtube.com/oneclassroom for videos where I will go over activities and vocabulary we use in class. Remember that your student has prior knowledge of these concepts and most of this should be review and building on what they already know.
Math
Standard 1 - 2.NSO-C.18. Demonstrate an understanding of the inverse relationship of addition and subtraction, and use that understanding to simplify computation and check solutions.

Activity 1 - Have your student draw pictures of fact families. You do not need to write the equations:

Discuss how addition is the opposite of subtraction. If 3+4 is 7, then 7-4 is 3, and 7-3 is 4. Show this using the pictures and working with manipulatives. Once they are comfortable with the drawings, write down the equations for the fact family:

3+4=7
4+3=7

7-4=3

7-3=4

Once again, discuss patterns they see in the numbers (the sums are the same and the minuends are the same: all are 7) and ask them if they can think of a way to prove that 3+4 is 7. Practice more fact families, and move into double digit fact families. Always ending with how you would prove the addition or subtraction. 
Here is an example of the type of question they need to be able to solve:
Write the subtraction problem to prove the addition problem:

Standard 2 - 2.PRA.4. Construct and solve open sentences for addition and subtraction of up to two three-digit numbers.
Activity 2 - Read the open number sentence worksheet, see what your student does to solve the problem and talk to them about what they are doing to solve the problem. Don’t tell them the answer, or help them, just watch and ask questions. After you see how your student chose to solve the problem, tell them you are going to practice a lot of different ways to solve it so they can check their answer or solve problems quicker. First solve the problems by drawing pictures for each, and then use the picture only to solve the problem. After your student is comfortable with solving using pictures or using manipulatives, have your students solve using the fact family. Examples of each are below.
Jabari had 11 Bakugan toys and his mother bought him some more. Now he has 14 toys. How many Bakugan toys did his mother buy him?
